The  Drama  program  at  the  20S level  focuses  on  the  individual  student, developing  self-awareness  physically (mime  and  psychomotor  development), emotionally (role-play  and  visceral  learning), intellectually (improv, storytelling  and  characterization), and  culturally (aesthetic, perception, and  interpretation). 

Areas of Formative Assessment (Process) include:

Theatre  Games, Improvisation, Tableaus, Mime, Pantomime, Dance  Drama, Music  Drama, Sword  and  Stage  Fighting  Techniques, Story  Dramatization and scene study, and  Commercials.
Areas of Summative Assessment (Performance) include:
Collective Creation (Produce  original one-act  class  play)

Demonstration of stage combat skills

If you  are not present in class, I am unable to assess, and evaluate whether you have met the  MANITOBA DRAMA CURRICULUM (Writing/Expression  Stream) outcomes of Drama  Skill, Creative Expression/Creative Work, Valuing the Theatre Experience/Meaning-Making, and Theatre in Context (Social Representing). These outcomes can only be achieved within  the context of an audience. Each and every absence you have (excused or unexcused) will  affect every member of the class, and I cannot stress enough how important it is to attend. If  absent during daily class rehearsals and presentations, missed group work and its ensuing  presentations will result in NO MARK (which cannot be redone individually, because the opportunity for a group performance before an audience has passed). If you are late for a class, please enter  quietly and wait until the current exercise is finished. DO NOT interrupt an activity. As soon as I am available, please ask me what you should be doing.
