Each and every absence you have (excused or unexcused) will affect every member of the class, and I cannot stress enough how important it is to attend. If absent during daily class rehearsals and presentations, missed group work and its ensuing presentations will result in NO MARK (which cannot be redone individually, because the  group performance before an audience has passed). If you are late for a class, please enter quietly and wait until the current exercise is finished. DO NOT interrupt an activity. As soon as I am available, please ask me what you should be doing.
